“Enough of Hypocrisy”

1.- Be very clear about the task (vs.45)
2.- Apply yourself (vs. 46-47)
3.- Don't do it alone (vs. 48-49)
4.- Live the future with anticipation (vs. 50-51) 

Objective: Make sure we are prepared for our Lord's return. 

Icebreaker: Have you ever been mistaken for someone? Did they realize their mistake?

To Start: 

1. Let's review the memory verse Matthew 24:44 together and then have some of us say it 
from memory.

To Observe: 

1. Let's read verses 44 to 51 and make a couple of lists: the first, of all the contrasts that we 
can observe and the second of all the similarities; At the end, the moderator reads the two lists 
to the group.

To Reflect: 

1. Each one puts in their own words what is the task that Jesus left to his disciples.

2. How could you start this week to get “to work”? Let's brainstorm and at the end, pray about 
these ideas.

3.  What do you think could be the “best thing” about serving Jesus?
